Registration Fees

Short talks
Short talks will be selected among the submitted abstracts.
A small number of abstracts will be selected for short talks
by the organizing committee. When submitting your
abstract, you can also apply for an oral or poster
presentation. A selection process will take place to
announce result 2-3 weeks after the abstract submission
deadline.

Poster sessions
Posters should be placed upon arrival according to the
abstract numbers placed on the boards. Please bring a
printed copy of your poster, maximum A0 size portrait
format.
First authors are requested to stay next to the poster
during the poster sessions, this will give participants a
chance to present their posters to the speakers.

Abstract Awards
Awards may be given to a maximum of three short talks
(250* € each) and a maximum of three posters (170* €
each). The awards will be given at the end of the
conference, the prize winners must be present. Awards will
be effective through bank transfer.
* Taxes will be applied depending on their residence
status.

Registration cancellation and refund policy
