 In 2050-2100 the mean of the maximum temperatures in Spain will increase at a rate 

of 0.66 ºC / decade. 

 Without adaptation, the annual mortality by  heat in 2050-2100 will be 12,900 deaths / 

year. 

 With complete adaptation the mortality attributable to heat would be 1,400 deaths / 

year. 

 The economic cost of not adapting to full adaptation would amount to 49,100 million / 

year.
