Type of violence

Definition of the estimated severity level

Examples

Psychological violence
(harassment, insults and
humiliation)

Mild: when these verbal and behavioural expressions occur sporadically and occasionally, and cause mild discomfort in
the victim (not clinically significant)

Serious: when these verbal and behavioural expressions occur frequently and/or occur in front of third parties, and cause
clinically significant discomfort to the victim

Very serious: when these verbal and behavioural expressions are part of a pattern of violent coercive control, and have
led to the victim's total loss of self to the extent of being unable to make independent choices.

Examples of this variable as a whole could be expressions such as: "you're
useless", "you spend the whole day at home and when I get home from work |
have to eat this garbage", "shut up, you don't know anything, you just talk

nonsense" or "look at the state of you... what is that you're wearing?"

Physical violence

Mild: superficial injuries not needing medical attention or aftercare

Bruises, grazes, abrasions, etc.

Serious: injuries requiring medical attention and aftercare, but without need for hospitalization

Wounds requiring sutures, bone fractures, burns, etc.

Very serious: injuries requiring hospitalization and/or in which the life of the victim has been put in danger

Attempted suffocation, finger-like impressions in the cervical region, stab
wounds, hit-and-run injuries, injuries induced by falls from a height, etc.

Sexual Violence (forced
sex)

Mild: demanding acts of a sexual nature through coercion or threat, but without the use of physical violence

The victim refuses to have sexual relations, but the partner or ex-partner
insists, telling her that it is her duty as a wife and she ends up agreeing; she
agrees to avoid greater harm, etc.

Serious: inflicting acts of a sexual nature through the use of physical violence, but without causing significant injuries to
the victim (for example, in the face of the victim's refusal or opposition, the abuser subdues her physically, grabbing her
hands and pushing her hard). Very serious: inflicting acts of a sexual nature through the use of violence which also leads
to injuries (of any kind) to the victim. Any sexual relationship in which the victim is treated as an object or "objectified"
by highly degrading attitudes, must be considered carefully (especially if the abuser exhibits psychopathic
characteristics).

For example, in the face of the victim's refusal or opposition, the abuser
subdues her, grabbing her hands and pushing her hard. Very serious: inflicting
acts of a sexual nature through the use of violence which also leads to injuries
(of any kind) to the victim.

Threats or other plans
aimed at causing the victim
harm

Mild: when threats are executed, there is little probability of causing serious physical and/or psychological injuries to
the victim or to third parties important to them

For example, "l am going to get you fired", "'l am going to tell your boss how
awful you are" or "'You know that | am not going to allow you to keep the car"

Serious: when threats are executed, there is a high probability of causing serious physical and/or psychological injury to
the victim or to third parties important to the victim

For example, “I am going to disfigure your face so that no one will be able
look at you”, “I am going to take the children away from you” or “your parents
are going to know what you like in bed”, along with threats of data disclosure,
photos of sexual content through social networks, etc.

Very serious: threats of serious harm, death, suicide or extended suicide towards the victim or important third parties
(especially if these threats include the victim's children)

For example, “I am going to set fire to the house with you and the children
inside”, “I am going to kill you".
